My name is Luke Aldridge. I'm interviewing Vietnam veteran Richard Cho
Koski, who served in the Air Force. He was in Vietnam from March 1969
to March 1970. Mr. Cho koski. This interview will have four sections
your life before service, Basic training, your time in Vietnam and
your Life After Service. So let's get started with your background.
Where did you grow up and what was your area known for?

Well. My father was from New York. My mother was from northwestern
Iowa, and my father's World War Two veteran had a military career. So
I was really, scattered all across the world. I really didn't have a
home town, I guess, until I arrived in Aiken, South Carolina. Can you
tell me more about your family growing up?

Well, we, my dad was pretty much a historian in his own right. He
loved, European history and in World War one, World War two history.
And, he spoke several languages. And in 1956, my mother, my sister and
I traveled across the North Atlantic to meet my father in France,
where he was stationed at Tularosa Air Base.

And, it's probably the best education I had. Like I say, he spoke
several languages and loved history. And, I was able to travel all
over Europe extensively. And, in 1959 was even able to go behind the
Iron Curtain there and applied to the State Department and, got
approval, to go visit relatives in Poland and the travel through
Czechoslovakia and into Poland and, we, touched on Russian territory
for a while.

And, it was a great experience for a 12 year old boy to, just see what
Eastern Europe was like and what communism was like and how the people
lived. So your father was career Air Force. He was career Air Force.
And, actually he actually had, discharges from the Army in World War
two, from the Navy and from the Air Force.

He just loved the military. So I think at one time he wanted to join
the French Foreign Legion. But my mother put stops to that. Did you
have any siblings? I have, had one sibling. My sister Kathy, she was
two years younger than I am.

You mentioned that your father was in World War two. Do you have any
memories of your father or other men around you telling war stories
from World War Two?

No. Not really. Dad, really didn't talk about World War Two much. He
was a B-17 crew member, and I remember him telling me how amazed he
was. He was basically he was stationed originally in, in England and,
then they, as a squadron, moved to, Foggia, Italy. And, I remember him
telling telling me about flying over the Swiss Alps and how,
beautiful.

And he was just in awe of the Swiss Alps and, and, I think they even
got down into, do a lot of recon photographing. Even down through,
through Africa. So when you heard those stories, did that have a big
impact on you as a kid?

Not really as a child, but, as time went on, the more I learned, I had
a appreciation for, for the things that, the folks in World War Two
actually did and the number of places that, that he, he went to. So.
Did you have a favorite World War II movie growing up? No. Not really.

The the the best, World War two movie. I think, in my mind now is
Saving Private Ryan. So. And, as as a child, when, when we lived in
France, the battlegrounds of World War one and World War two were my
playground scissors.

So to kind of circle back to your own experience, where did you go to
high school? I graduated from, Pius, the 1@th high school in Lincoln,
Nebraska. And were you there for all four years of high school? I was
there for, we had just gotten back into the United States, and there
were stationed at Lincoln Air Force Base, and I entered, Pius 10th
High School as a sophomore.

Before Vietnam, where did you go to college and what did you study

and. Well, I originally, enrolled at University of Nebraska and after
a year, dad had orders. To be stationed in Iowa City, Iowa. He was the



local air force recruiter in town. So I transferred to the University
of Iowa and, majored in psychology. And what year was that?

That would have been 1965, and I graduated in 68. Okay. Did you hear
anything about the Vietnam War during your time in college? Well, the
University of Iowa was kind of a, hotbed of protest. Biggest
organization, students for a Democratic Society were, protesting,
continually and pretty hot and heavy and believe that, the first
person to burn his draft card was a University of Iowa student.

So, yeah. So you were you got to see all of that. I witnessed it every
day. And how did you feel about it? As, as the son of a military
career man? Well, at.

And then
just, had to avoid the, the protests and the activity at the time. As
much as I could. So you weren't there for the draft car burning. You
just heard about it.

Well, I'd like to move on to the start of your service. Would you
describe yourself as volunteering, being commissioned or drafted?

Well, I, I was, volunteered to go in and after ROTC graduation day
that were for students that were sworn in as commissioned officers by
their fathers. Three of the fellow students, their fathers were full
colonels, and my father was a master sergeant at the time.

And, they were a little bit. And we we made the newspaper commissioned
officers can, can swear people in. And my father was a, became a
notary public. So he could, do the swearing, swearing in service at
graduation. And it was a pretty proud day for him and for me. So that
was a special moment, having your dad swear you in?

Yes. Exceptional. Yeah. Did you expect to go to Vietnam when you
volunteered? I didn't have any expectations, where I was going to go.
The first, stop was. Is it, Chanute Air Force Base in Rantoul,
Illinois. I was, went to tech school for being an aircraft maintenance
officer course that they had there.

And it was, pretty extensive on different systems hydraulics,
electronics, pneumatics, all aircraft systems, but, didn't have any
expectations after that where I, where I would go. So, so you didn't
know what you were going to do had it. No idea where the Air Force was
going to send me. What, if anything, did you know about the country of
Vietnam before you volunteered?

I just, my only exposure to, Vietnam was what? What was on the 6:00
news overnight, and.

And, After the aircraft maintenance officer school. My dad, had orders
to go to Vietnam. And at that time, like I say, I was a patriotic,
person who wanted to serve the country. And with my dad being in
Vietnam, that just encouraged me to volunteer, make a volunteer
statement. Before graduation from aircraft maintenance school in the
Air Force, honored my wishes.

So was that your dad's first time going to Vietnam? Yes. Yes. That's
correct. And how did your family react to that? Well, it was just a it
was a tough time on my mother, having her husband and son in Vietnam
and, my sister Kathy, she, she was married, and so she was living in
little Rock, Arkansas at the time.

How would you describe your ROTC training? ROTC training was, just
basically, military regiment.

It's safe
to say that the, aircraft, its officer, of course, was pretty
technical.

And was there a physical component to
that, too?

There was no physical component to. It was a six hours of, classwork
every day.

Okay. I'd like to move on to your time in Vietnam. Did anything stick
out to you about your flight to Vietnam?

Yeah. It was it was pretty long flight. I had to report to March Air
Force Base in California, where they, took us out, to the firing range
and put an M-16 in our hands, and, try to get us familiar with the
with the weapon before we go to Vietnam.

And, then the flight going over, we stopped it. Why in Hawaii? To gas
up and, then straight to, Tanzania Air Base in Saigon. It was a about
an 18 hour journey. And when we were getting, getting close to, the
Vietnamese soils, looking out the airplane window there, just massive
jungles and, the flight going into towns, new eyes looking out the
windows and looking at, all the aircraft on the ground and saying back
bunkers everywhere, military equipment.

And I'm thinking, what in the hell did I get myself into? So it was,
shock and fear. So could you describe your first 24 to 48 hours in
country? The.

They set me up for, for housing, and they put me in, for the first

week or so, they put me into a barracks with the F-4 fighter pilots
and, really, Didn't know what to expect in that first, first night,
the sirens went off, and, the gentleman that I was rooming with, he
says, get down.

And we pulled the mattresses over ourself in case, for little
protection in case the barracks was hit by by rockets. So, that that
was a fearsome moment. And, like I said, I didn't know what to expect
going over. I feel like as really ill prepared to know what to expect.
You mentioned the firearms, shooting range in California.

Was that your first time handling weapons with the military? No, no, I
have been to the, firing range 2 or 3 other times and at different
bases. Okay, so just a little bit of firearms experience before
Vietnam. Yeah.

What did you expect when you arrived in Vietnam based on TV or stories
you'd heard? I really didn't know what to expect. Like us. Like I say,
The tech schools, you know, they it it just wasn't any preparation or
or, you know, what kind of an aircraft you're going to work on? What
environment you're going to be.

There's a number of, bases that you could be sent to, and you don't
know what what the activity is. Around each and every one of them.
What most surprised you or was different from what you expected? Well,
I just really didn't know what to expect. And, and the. Thing is that,
you, you learn, some of the things to do to protect yourself in case

Eventual, rocket attacks or invasion of the base. So, but, when I
first got to, to go to work on the flight line after a couple of weeks
there, and there was a. Yeah, they didn't issue US guns because this
was 69 in 1968, you had the Tet Offensive, and everybody had had a
weapon at that time.

And I think there was a lot of, casualties, from friendly fire it
during the Tet Offensive. So they, they deemed that they would, not
arm the folks that are on the flight line on the base, depending on
their or their job and career fields.

And, that responsibility of having that key to just start handing out
firearms and ammunition for a 22, 23 year old, second lieutenant. That
just guy just put his feet on Vietnam's soil. It was, it was a felt
like a heavy burden for a whole year. And there were a number of times
where where I, where I almost come close to to, maybe opening that
box.

And I prayed and prayed and prayed that I never would have to do it.
And I still have that key today. Really? So you mentioned earlier
about your dad that he went over before you did. How long had he been
there when you arrived? He he's probably there for maybe, two months,
sir. And as you communicate with you about what he was seeing over
there, we we, through his time at my time there, we were able to
communicate through telephone, telephone conversations occasionally.

But, you know, he really didn't, didn't have much to tell me what to
expect. Do you remember having to adjust to the heat or humidity or
any smells?

Yeah. The the heat is extremely intensive, and the monsoon season is,
an amazing event to witness. You, when the rain comes, you can see it
coming at you. It's just like a massive wall coming right at you. And,
it would, get so deep that the water would flood into the, the truck.
So the expediter truck going up and down the flight line and, it would
even leave, occasionally you'd find few fish.

And when it monsoon season hit, you couldn't tell where the sidewalk
walks or the roads were, and, you could make a misstep and you'd be
over your head in water in some of the ditches. So. So that was a, an
amazing event. And as far as smells go, first 2 or 3 times I was able
to go downtown Saigon.

There's a lot of street vendors, and the, the Asian people eat a lot
of different things that we don't. And they get a lot of street food,
the, out there and the vendors and walking by them, it, that there's
some of the odors and smells were so putrid that, you'd gag. It took
took me 3 or 4 times to, get used to it when I wouldn't have a
reaction to it.

Would you describe yourself as being in combat in the rear or
something else? Say that again. Would you describe yourself as being
in combat in the rear or something else? No. Well, we were in combat.
We, we were in recon. Squadron. But, I mean, you're working 12, 14
hours shift and you're you're loading.

Not necessarily. Bombs and bullets were in recon Squadron, were
getting films, film and camera ready, and we had to, had to, work with
the, operations folks, as to what kind of cameras, what kind of photos
they want to take. Hi pans, little pans, forward looking radars and
different things. But, we were prepared for combat.

We knew it could happen at any time. You had to be aware of your, a
living on the base. You always had to have an awareness about you,
because every now and then, there would be somebody that, you know, go
to a latrine, flush the toilet, and boom, it was rigged to a grenade.

So. So you had people on base that that were rigging booby traps, and
you just didn't know. What it could be. It could be an empty box
sitting on a on a underneath seat in a bus somewhere, or a grenade
rigged to a device that people use. Every day. So what kind of work
did you do in Vietnam?

I worked on the night shift. I was, late night shift supervisor for
the squadron, and we would, repair the, RF for aircraft and prep them
for a flight. We started a launch on airplanes at 5:00 in the morning,
and then, then my shift would be over about six, 7:00, and, the
aircraft continued to launch through the day.

Come back. And it was just the same thing day after day after day. You
do the maintenance launcher load the, load the cameras. Or if it was



another base, they'd be loading bombs and bullets and flying their
missions. And it was on a couple of occasions. Where we had, aircraft
that had crashed due to ground, perhaps, enemy activity, or hydraulic
failures and, and that that year we did lose, two crew members and,
that sticks with you pretty hard,

So, so your primary role was as an airplane mechanic. Supervisor of
the mechanics. Making sure reviewing all the documents and records,
making sure that the aircraft were indeed, properly, maintained and,
prepped for the next, next flight and releasing the aircraft.
Authorizing release of the aircraft for, for the crew members to
command,

Did you learn any Vietnamese words or phrases during your tours?

A few, not many. I didn't get to get down to them that much. Do you
remember any of them? Few. Yeah. So dinky down. And crazy. And,

I really can't recall any. It's been a long time since. And since
then. Yeah. How would you describe the people you served with in terms
of economic background, race or religion? Well, there in Vietnam, you
were, you know, you were working with, young crew chiefs. You know,
some of some were from Tennessee, silver from New York, some of them
from Oklahoma, you know, just scattered all over, all over the
country.

And, there was really, you know, no relevance as, as as to, race or
religious beliefs. They had their jobs there, and you had your job to
do, and you work together. It was, gigantic ball of teamwork. Looking
back, were they diverse in terms of race?

No, I don't I don't believe so. Yeah. What about economic background?
Was there a variety of people that you served with repeat in terms of
economic background? Was there a variety of people that you served
with? There probably probably was. If there was, I wasn't aware of it.

And nobody had any heartache about about his beliefs. Do you know if
he was a conscientious objector because of religion or morals? I, I
can't address that. I don't yeah, okay, but you said he was treated
just fine on base. Yeah, yeah. Did you work alongside any women,
either Vietnamese or American? Not in Vietnam and, not in my, time in,
in Thailand, but, the women started to come in about 1971, 72, as a
crew chiefs.

And, I was at Naval and Air Force base at that time. And, there was a
lot of, I don't know if it's resentments or jokes, but, when I had a
crew chief coming out to an aircraft to work on his aircraft, he
carried his toolbox.

And I
found out that during the phase inspections, the, female crew chiefs
mechanics were did a better job in the phase inspections than, maybe
the, the man or boys did because they the man.

So would you say living in
Vietnam and seeing the normal people just trying to live their lives,
did that change your resolve of why you were there in the first place?

I can't say that I really had any contact with, with the Vietnamese
that had had children. See, we work at work at night shift and, you
know, 12, 14 hours a day.

And I meant to ask this earlier, but you were stationed in Tanzania
for your service. Is that correct? In Vietnam, were you stationed in
Tanzania or were you traveling around south Vietnam?

For the duration of your tour, for the
duration of the tour. Okay. Do you remember any distinct animals
during your time in Vietnam?

Animals? Yes. Yes. Rats. They were huge. And at night, about 2:00 in
the morning, between 2 and 3, we'd have to take our vehicles up to the



motor pool to gas up and the route we would take to get there past
the, Vietnamese, administrative offices where they process in and out
of young Vietnamese, soldiers and they're lined up on the streets or
on the sidewalks.

They're sleeping. I mean, hundreds and hundreds of them sleeping in
the gutters of the street and on the sidewalks in there, cuddled up
for warmth. And there rats crawling all over them. I every time we go
to the motor pool, you witness the same thing.

So did you have any pets while you were in Vietnam? I did not have any
pets, but the squadron had a pet. It was a, a dog. His name was Buster
and Buster. When he knew the, the but all the bus routes on the base.
And he would he would if he wanted to go to the flight line.

If he was down by the pigs, it stay by the bus stop. The bus would
stop, let Buster on and then when, Buster walked up to the front of
the bust, the bus drivers stop and let Buster off wherever he wanted
to get off, and he would, travel down, get off at the bus stop. And he
he had wandered down the flight line and, mingle around with people.

And a lot of times in the evening, you see, he was, spent a lot of
time with the crew chiefs in their barracks, but, Buster had, scars
all over him from, fighting rats. And, and there were a few other
where there were several dogs on base that resembled Buster, but they
were younger than he was.

So. So he had, he had some lady friends somewhere.

You were happy to have him because he would attack the rats? Yeah. It
was always a pleasure to see Buster. He was a friendly dog.

Did you
experience any culture shock in Vietnam?

No, I, I, I don't think I did, Because I've as, as a young teenager,
I've been to so many countries and, and witnessed their, their
cultures and been around, around a lot of people and, and different
churches and, you know, a lot of the, Vietnamese, you know, the, their
religions, Buddhist accept it. Just and there were a lot of lot of
Catholics, a lot of Catholicism in, in Vietnam as well.

So I don't know if somebody had the bright idea that having
Christmas lights all over the water towers.

But it wasn't currently
spraying. They were not spraying at the time. I was, on the aircraft.
And did you ever load or oversee the loading of Agent Orange
canisters?

No. Yeah. No. Just, just film on cameras. Were you concerned at the
time, even being in a plane that wasn't actively spraying about Agent
Orange?

At the time, I really, really didn't know that much about Agent
Orange.
