My name is Luke Aldridge. I'm interviewing Vietnam veteran Richard
Dittmer, who served in the Army and was in Vietnam from January to
December 1970. Mr. Dittmer, this interview will have four sections
your life before service, basic training, your time in Vietnam and
your life after service. So let's get started with your background.
Okay. Where did you grow up and what was your area known for?

I grew up in, Salem, Missouri, which is a southeastern part of the
state. It's about 100 miles from, 120 miles from Saint Louis, and
probably about the same distance down to Memphis. It's a very rural
area. Population at the time was 2500 or so, and it's in the Ozarks.
And what that means is, you know, it was, the people that tried to
farm there, had a very hard time because the soil was so rock.

It wasn't fertile. It was, very difficult. So the main industries
there, near Salem, a lot of people that lived in Salem worked in, in,
Barker, Missouri, which was a huge lead mining, location. And of
course, everybody knows what happens to lead mines. And, but the other
big industry was timber, people, cutting cordwood.

You know, and we had a huge, charcoal factory plant that made, what's
the most popular charcoal brand? I can't remember, but anyway, they
made tons of, of charcoal there from, the hardwood trees. There were
no ponds in, in Missouri and in the Ozarks. So it was hardwood logging
and hardwood, processing into either fence posts or telephone poles
or, into charcoal.

00;02;12;15 - 00;03;05;05

So those were the two main industries in Salem. Okay. Can you tell me
about your family growing up? Well, I had a good mom and dad. Had, one
older brother had two younger brothers and two younger sisters, and, I
was number two. I was second, and both were, and, we were a
churchgoing people, and, we, we had a count and, my wife still can't
believe that she was raised in Chicago, but, you know, there were a
lot of times, I mean, a lot of times when we lived on milk and
cornbread or beans, and, so those are three of my favorite foods,

even to this day. But, anyway, and a lot of the kids are going to
school with worked at the sawmill, you know, worked at, a cutting



wood. What did your dad do? My dad was mechanic. He was car mechanic.

He was very good. He, started out working for a Ford dealer, actually

started working for a Ford tractor dealer, and then went to a Ford car
dealer.

And then at some point in my adolescence, he bought a garage, that had
been there forever. And, he owned the garage and gas pumps and, you
know, and so I spent a lot of my teenage years, high school years,
working in his garage, working on cars and pumping gas and so forth.
Do you have any memories of your father or other men around you
telling war stories from World War Two?

My dad, was not in World War two. He was, he was injured in training,
so he was never sent overseas and was not, you know, he didn't have
any war stories. Now, I have an uncle, his brother, his older brother,
my dad's older brother. His name was Arnold, and he had plenty.

He was missing a finger, and, he had he had been shot by a sniper, and
it took off one of his fingers and hit him in the chest. So he was, in
a hospital for a very long time. But now, he didn't go out, and he
didn't tell a lot of war stories. He just, you know, he just was a
guy, you know?

Just like my dad was. So, I did hear I guess we did hear some about, I
had an uncle that was in the Korean War and I did hear some about the
Korean War, but, gosh, that was I was still pretty much an adolescent
at that time, too. I don't know when the Korean War ended, but, you
know, I was very young when when I was hearing him talk about that.

Do you think either of your uncles that were in the military
encouraged you to join the military? No, I don't think they encouraged
me, but they didn't discourage me. You know, one of, one of the things
that people would tell you, even tell me when I was a kid, was that,
you need to go in the army.

It'll make a man out of them. And, and I knew guys that went to high

school with which were idiots. I mean, they were just totally
numskulls. And, when they got out of the Army, they would seem like



adult men to me, you know, responsible. And, and I noticed that in
myself when I was finally, I, when I finally got out of the Army in
1972.

So, I was, I'm a turtle a lot, and I know that a lot of other people
did, and that was that was encouragement for people to have their
sons, too, you know, in the military was, because, in Salem, Missouri,
it's in the 0Ozarks, in the mountains. It's it's very mountainous. And
the roads are just like it is like this.

And so one of the primary causes of death among, young men, young
women, too, young men and teenagers was car accidents. There it was a
very a lot of the kids drank and a lot of, you know, they get out on
these roads and miss a curve and hit a tree and, you know, they would
end up in the morgue.

And, and so that was that was some of the reason I didn't drink. So,
you know, it didn't apply to me, but it was, it was one of the things
that made me, feel like, you know, I needed to do this for another
reason, too. And the other reason is I graduated high school when I
was 16, and, started college and, you know, kind of, I struggled along
until I turned.

18. Didn't really, didn't really make any progress. Got a few credit
hours and so forth. But, so it was, I guess part of my, I guess, my
journey to manhood, so to speak. Did you have a favorite World War Two
movie growing up? I don't think so. I mean, I I don't remember now.
When I was older, I, I like Patton.

I thought that was a great movie, but that was I was an adult by then.
I really I not really, the town I grew up in there didn't have it.
Only had, a drive in theater. So, you know, our community got 1 or 2
movies a week instead of, like, today, you go to the multiplex and see
one of the Disney movies and then go to a different multiplex and see
others, you know?

But back then, you know, we got we got the, the movies that were shown
by our drive in theater. Right. So and I did see a few movies, but,



none of them were war movies.

Now let's move on to the start of your service and basic training.
Would you describe yourself as volunteering, being commissioned or
drafted?

I volunteered. And what were the main reasons you volunteered? Well.
00;08;55;16 — 00;09;05;21

It was the thing to do. Okay. And I think I told you this yesterday or
whenever Saturday.

00;09;05;24 - 00;09;34;01

In Salem, Missouri, when you graduated from high school, there were
three, three things open to you as a man, as boy. One was to go to
college. If your parents were rich and I, which we considered anybody
whose family had an attorney or an accountant or, you know, a doctor
or something like that, to be that the more well-off and they would,
they would be able to go to college.

00;09;34;03 - 00;09;59;20

Then, a huge number would go in the military, a huge number, probably
more than more than a third. And then the other third went to work at
the sawmill. So those were basically what we considered our three
options, out of high school. Did you expect to go to Vietnam when you
enlisted? I did. And you weren't afraid of going over there?

No. Actually, if you went in the Army when I did, which was, late.
1969, August 1969, Tet offensive was going on her head. I think it was
just getting started. And that was all the talk, at one time. And I
may have these numbers completely wrong, but I know at one time, the
Army, the U.S built up a force in Vietnam to over 500,000, half a
million GIS serving in Vietnam.

And, it was on the news. If you watch TV, you and any knowledge
newspapers or whatever of what was going on in the world, it was
Vietnam. And, so I, I figured it was pretty likely, but, didn't deter
me. So do you remember anything specific about the last days before
your service or the trip to base?

Oh, I mean, it was. I'm not a drinker, so I wasn't out partying or,
you know, doing what? A lot of a lot of the guys from Salem, Missouri
would do. You know, they'd be out partying and, tragically, there were
two of them that were killed the summer, that summer of 19, 1969, in a
car accident.

Both had more drop. They had two women in the car with them and they
were also killed. And it was just the, the state of affairs in Salem,
Missouri in a lot of parts of the Ozarks. How would you describe your
boot camp experience? It was not as bad as I expected. It was I had
there was only one thing that I didn't excel at.

I excelled at shooting because I'd grown up hunting rabbits and deer
and, you know, squirrels and everything. You know, growing up. So I
was pretty good shot that I was the only one in my unit that, that,
were was awarded the marksman badge.

And the only other thing that I was afraid of was I had still had
underdeveloped arms. I could do push ups. I could do most of the p.t,
but the the parallel bars going down the parallel bars. I just
couldn't do more than 3 or 4. Well, when we got to the testing, that
would determine whether you graduated from basic or had to go back and
do it again.

We got out on the on the area, and when we trained those bars, when
that big around, I couldn't reach my fingers around them. And I
couldn't do more than 4 or 5. So when we got to the to the testing
area, they were about this big round. I went down and back and it
didn't, didn't, you know, didn't miss me.

So those were my two real experiences and basic training that I, and I
recall. Did anyone around you struggle with boot camp? Yeah, we had
one guy that, I think he was depressed. I think, he he wouldn't get
out of his back, and he was, now, later on. He was diagnosed with, Oh,
my gosh, a neural disease.

He was diagnosed with, What what what went through Fort Leonard Wood
back in 1968. They were, an epidemic that went through. And it was,
what was it called? Spinal meningitis. And he had that and nobody
knew. And if you eat them when it's hard, it's made him go to second.
And he just barely struggled to get there and nobody realized he
wasn't.

He was not like a slacker. He was he was very sick. He didn't have
symptoms like, you know, throwing up or, you know, any of that. But he
just was like a couch potato. And then it turned out toward the middle
or toward the end of basic training, that he was diagnosed with that
and was barely recovered, as far as I know.

Thank you for sharing that.
00;14;35;07 - 00;14;42;00

I'd like to move on to your time in Vietnam. Okay. Did anything stick
out to you about your flight to Vietnam?

Well, it was a charter flight. I've never been on a charter flight.
You know, and I think it was a DC ten. It was a, a wide body. And it
didn't have a first class, and it didn't have.

I mean, it was just guys 8 or 9 across all the way down the from front
to back. So it must have been, it must have had. I'm just guessing. It
must have had 3 or 400 of us on there. Now, I had flown before. Not
much, but it was always on, you know, seven, 20 sevens or, you know,
that size aircraft.

And, never seen a plane that big. And then as we were landing, you
know, they gave us all these warnings about, you know, there could be,
you know, there's always somebody watching these planes land. And if

you if, you know, if you get hit by mortar attacks, whatever, you
know, where to go and what to do.

But other than that, uneventful. And you mentioned that you'd flown



before. I did was that in the military or. Well, actually, when I was
in basic training. One of my cousins and I kind of grew up with that,
was killed in a car accident. And, so I got permission. His his
funeral was on a Saturday or Sunday, so I got permission to get a
three day pass, which I think I was the only one in my unit that never
got a pass in the middle of basic training, to fly home from, Kentucky
to Missouri and then fly back.

And, both of those flights were not full size. Yeah. Well, that they
were for back then, you know, full size jet back then might carry 80
or 90 passengers. But, that was my only two experiences in flying it
all my life until I got on the plane to Vietnam. Could you describe

your first 24 to 48 hours in country?

It was it was interesting. Now, each unit, they have a really a rear
echelon, where they were, they, they process people and, and then they
send them out to whatever, and so when, when I first got there, they
were, and we had to do guard duty on the perimeter. During that time,
but what they were, what they were doing was they were telling us,
about the unit we were going to.

In fact, my unit, 11th camp, had their own in processing, and I was
part of that. But they were telling what to expect and and all that.
And then, on the, at night, you know, we were expected to go out and,
and do guard duty along the perimeter and watch for sappers and what a
separate.

So, they were very popular in Vietnam. They were, Vietcong or MVA who
would, crawl right up to the perimeter. I would American,
installation. And they threw a charge across one, you know, across
that wasn't wall, but it was like that. Second offense. Okay. And they
would lob those over and they didn't shoot. But you know, they while
those are over and they would explode behind the guards and maybe even
hit a building behind guards.

And so we were to watch out for sappers that we had claymore mines and
we knew what they were. We went out and checked them, made sure that
they were plugged in correctly. And so if we saw any sign of a sapper,
pick the little thing and, scare everybody around the base to death
because it would it would sound like the end of the end of the world.

And, so that was a bit fearful. What did you expect when you arrived
to Vietnam based on TV or stories you'd heard? Well, I may mention
this to you on Friday, but, I just thought that you went out and did
battle, you know, was out there on an operation, and then you came
back and you slept on a bunk?

Every night or most every night. That's how. That's the life of an
interim infantryman. Okay? As tankers, as as armor units. We went out
the day we got sent out, and we were there until the day we were out.
Yeah, I will I will say that we did get one an hour kind of in the
middle of the year there and there was toward the end of the year, we
did have one.

It was called a stand down, and it was where we brought all of our
vehicles in and turned them into the motor pool and had them repair,
you know, o0il churning. I mean, you know, really get them,
refurbished. And then, we were, in sleeping in bunks for like 2 or 3
days, and then we went back out and then, but those were the only two
times that.

Well, and when I was started off, I was third time that I was, not
sleeping on out in the field. Would you describe yourself as being in
combat in the rear or something else in combat? And what kind of work
did you do? I was an armor crewman. On a tank. Whether it's an Im 48
M60.

What? The newer ones are called, the, But the Sheridan was what I was
on, which is a lighter weight. It's a aluminum hull. And it's very
fast. You can drive at 45 miles an hour. And, but it's very light,
and, so it's very vulnerable to hitting mines and that sort of thing
or on a, on a Sheridan tank.

00;20;56;22 - 00;21;33;13

And so for crew, for man crew. And when you first get in country
you're a low man on that are important. So you're the driver okay. And
then as time goes by, after you've been there for a while, and as
people shift around or people get sent back home or whatever, you
would, you would then be promoted to gunner, and try to, loader which



was, position behind the driver standing up on the turret and, you
know, inside the turret where your head and shoulders above the top of
the, of the turret.

00;21;33;16 - 00;21;53;20

And then next after that was the gunner, which was down beside the
driver. And the gunner, had a 50 caliber machine and down there and
also controlled the main gun. Now, the tank commander could do the
same thing, which was fortunate because a lot of time we didn't have a
gunner. We had a three man crew instead of a four man crew.

But then the highest position was a tank commander. So I spent a good
deal of time in each of those four positions. You mentioned sleeping
in the field. How often a day were you in the tank every day, or how
many hours would you say? It depended. Yeah. Now, within, the, third
Regiment, the third, okay.

Within our group, there were four platoons. 0Oh, no. Yeah. For four
platoons and two companies. The two companies really big tanks. Okay.
They were the M60 in 48, and then, and then we had four, platoons,
basically that were, on the Sheridan's, and we had the archives also,
which was a, a, plain army, personnel carrier, carrier that had been,
transformed into an armored combat assault vehicle.

So it was we were in a tank, a cab, tank, a cab. Okay. And, we were
swept inside, which was mostly not a good idea. We had guys who did
it. The guys in the archive. A lot of them do it because, you know,
it's a long, narrow vehicle. But, on the Sheridan's either slept on
the back of it where the engine was, or I slept on a cot beside it.

Didn't ever actually sleep on the ground, but, you know, slept on a
cot or an army cot beside it. And did you eat inside the tank during
the day? No. We would stop occasionally and, we would have C rations
for almost every meal. Now, once in a while. The, the our rear area,
our support area would send out a, some, hot meal.

Okay. Became these big, long. Cans that were like a cooler, you know,

like an igloo cooler. But they were metal. And, there would be if
there's breakfast and there'd be bacon and sausage and eggs and grits



and French fry, you know, fries and all kinds of stuff. And if it was
a dinner meal, it would be like roast beef and gravy, mashed potatoes,
green beans, tomatoes and so forth.

I found out after I left Vietnam that that roast beef wasn't beef, it
was water buffalo. But it was just as good. I mean, you know, it
tasted as good as Outback. Yeah. Which we didn't have back then, but
you know what I mean? It was, it was good stuff. But we only had a hot
meal maybe once a week.

00;24;57;10 - 00;25;30;21

And if that. What cities or borders where you close to? We were near

the Cambodian border. Our area of operation for my unit, 11th cab was
covering a much larger area, but our unit, third Squadron, was at one
time based in convoy. And then, later on, toward the end, we were in

Swan Lake, Swan Lake, as a,

It's an outpost. I mean, it's not really a town even. It's just,
00;25;38;18 - 00;26;13;27

An open field, basically. But it's called Swan Lake. We're in a little
town nearby, but we never really went into the town. But that's where
we were. And that was up next to the Cambodian border. And so. And.
April 1st, we staged right there on the border and went into Cambodia.
But then we we I mean, that was just, a couple of miles or a couple of
clicks, as we call it, you know, a couple of kilometers from, from
swarm out.

What kind of missions were you being sent on besides ones in Cambodia?
Well, we did, we daily were out there busting general. And what? I
mean by that was. And I told this before, but the the jungle is not
like, you know, like a Tarzan movie. It's not. It's like, you know,
vines here and vines there and, you know, it's not it's a wall.

00;26;37;08 — 00;27;01;05

It's a solid wall, okay? But it's not big foliage. It's not like, you
know, two inch diameter, trees and such. But it's, it's a wall. And so
you take your tank and if you're going to go north, you start going
through it and you're, you're clearing it as you go. And then
everybody coming behind you continues that clearing.

And what we would do is reconnaissance. Every day we go out and we'd
recon and what we were looking for was trails we were looking for or
bunkers, you know, which we came across occasionally. But, we go out
and we try to find these trails and then we would investigate the
trails and we would set up, mortar attacks at night for the
intersections of these borders so that, and we we never really
believed that you were gonna hit somebody in that, in that, you know,
in that intersection, but you kept on going through it, you know, drop
a few rounds in there, right.

Figure out a different way to get where they were going. So, but that
was our daily job every day was going out and, mowing down the, you
know, mowing down the jungle and, looking for, the enemy. And they
were, you know, a lot of times we just see empty trails, you know,
now, we could tell if they'd been used last night or, last week.

But then again, sometimes we'd try. We'd be driving along solid jungle
and run over something, and it was a bunker. And there would be, there
would be, you know, Vietnamese down in this bunker. And of course, the
guy that drove over it, he's trying to back up, you know, because he
doesn't want he doesn't want the bottom of the tank shot with an RPG.

But anyway, you rarely ran over a marker, but you run into a bunch of
bunkers, you'd run into an area where there were a lot of them. And
then, boy, that was good intelligence. That was what we were there
for. We were there to find the stuff. So was it strictly recon or were
you engaging in against combatants as well?

Well, if we were, if they engaged us now, rules of engagement are the
same as I guess they are today. Don't fire unless you're fired up.
Okay? And we hated that. I mean, we we did because we'd see a guy
reach up to shoot an RPG at us, and we were not allowed to shoot him
before he shot the RPG.

And the RPG could take out a tank. So we we we toed the line on that
as closely as we could, but if a guy was aiming straight at us or the
tank next to us, we weren't gonna let him fire, you know? But, yeah,
we did engage when we got ambushed. Like we'd go through some



villages.

Sometimes we'd end up having to go through a village to to, And when I
say a village, you know, these are straw hats and dirt roads. But we
would go through a village and, all of a sudden gunfire from both
sides, RPGs and, you know, machine gun fire from both sides. And
here's little kids and women and old people walking down the road, and
here we are, and they're in the crossfire, you know, wasn't right.

00;30;03;11 - 00;30;32;006

Yeah, it wasn't right. But yeah, we get we got ambushed and we got
ambushed in a, when I was in Cambodia, we were went through a michelin
plantation. Michelin, gets most of the rubber from Southeast Asia and,
the rubber rubber plantations out there. And so we went through a lot
of this when we were in Cambodia, and, we got ambushed in a rubber
plantation and, hum.

00;30;32;09 - 00;30;59;03

Now we ended up by firing here, by firing back, cutting down a lot of
these rubber trees. And my understanding was that that would upset
the, the plantation manager and that, the U.S. would have paid them
compensation for us mowing down some of their, you know, rubber trees.
But I let these people poke around a tree and shoot us, you know?

00;30;59;06 - 00;31;29;15

But yes, we did get engaged. Usually we were ambushed. That we we
rarely ran into a situation where they would they weren't expecting us
to think about it this way. Sheridan Tank has the same diesel engine
that a 18 Wheeler has. So you got four acres. I mean, a for Sheridan's
coming down, a trailer coming down. John, it sounds like 418 Wheeler
trucks.

00;31;29;18 - 00;31;50;13

You're not sneaking up on anybody, you know? They know you're coming.
Yeah. I mean, if you surprise them, it's because you stop and you sit
there for a little bit and they don't know where you are, and they
walk in, walk into you. But other than that, we didn't we didn't
really surprise anybody. I'm curious about the compensations.

Did you hear about anybody else getting compensated or just Michelin?

I never heard about anybody else because I don't know that we were
now. We were. And we were even in near a michelin pilot plantation, in



Vietnam. It may have been. Well, we know it was Michelin plantation
cars. There's a huge sign with Michelin, you know, roly poly got, you
know.

So we knew it wasn't theirs. But that wasn't going to stop us from
doing what we needed to do. How would you describe the people you
served with in terms of economic background, race or religion, as
you'll see when you see my pictures? We were okay, racial background,
I'd say we were about, 50% white and about 40% black and about ten,
10%, other, Hispanic, Asian, whatever.

So that was the racial makeup. There were some, some of the people
now, I know that there were there were no radicals in the field, no
radicals. We had guys that like to, you know, dress up like, I don't
know, Malcolm X or whatever and smoke their weeds and, you know, do
all that. But they were not.

They would they'd jump on a machine gun and do as much damage as they
could, just like I would or just like anybody else would. And same
with our Hispanic, crew. You know, the ones that were Hispanic. So
just to be clear, you're referring to the entire 11th Cav or just your
unit. Well, I can't talk for the rest of camp, but I, I would say it's
probably pretty well distributed.

It was kind of distributed that way in basic training. I t and even
when I went to Germany after Vietnam, it was, it was kind of same
distribution, I think maybe about maybe about 40% black and 50% white,
about 10% everywhere, everything else. Okay. We didn't have a lot of
Asians. So most of the most of the something elsewhere were Hispanic.

00;34;11;19 - 00;34;45;22

Did you work alongside any women, either Vietnamese or American? No,
no. At one point, we were providing, safety for a group of American
women who were, entering, entering an area where we had a hospital, a
field hospital. And so we kind of escorted them. They were in a Jeep,
and we kind of escorted them past through a village and, you know,
down this road and got them there without a single shot being fired.

00;34;45;25 - 00;35;17;11

And, we were able to talk to them. But, it was pretty interesting. I



for not having seen, you know, an American woman for a white woman for
a long time. But now Asian women were everywhere. You know, the
Vietnamese women were were everywhere. We didn't, you know, have much
to do with them, but, you know, they were there and we saw they go,
they persist, you know, in their little Lambretta, isn't it?

00;35;17;14 - 00;35;34;24

It was, just they were they were workforce. I think the Vietnamese men
were all in uniform and all the Vietnamese women were doing all that
farming and that child raising and all of that.

Did you learn any Vietnamese words or phrases during your time there?

I've got a little pin I where wants to, It says dig it out.

Do you know what that means? No. Do you know French at all? No. Okay.
When they would jeer, you know, when they would, try to, insult us,
you know, they'd say, you you dinky down, you buku dinky da gi. Well,
look who means a lot. You're very. And thank you. Down means touched
in the head.

You know, that was one phrase. There was another one that, we were
taught, and it was called Choo Haw and Choo Hwee meant that, they drop
all these leaflets where they had, you know, big concentrations of the
Viet Cong in the NBA. And, what the leaflet said was, if you come out
of that, if you come out of the jungle and just yell at you what you
thought you and we were forbidden to shoot at you and we never did,
and we never had that many of them.

You know, they might have dropped a thousand leaflets and we might
have gotten 2 or 3 that walked out and took advantage of that. But
they were allowed to the fact actually, I mean, they were we always
had no enemies Army with us. Always. We always had them throughout our
unit. But they were mostly officers and they were, a lot of their job
was to, you know, to take in deserters and take in, you know, those
that were surrendering rather than being killed because a B-52 strike,
I don't care how many thousands of people you got within a square mile
area.

B-52 strike, we're all dead. And so, you know, they would be warned
before a big strike like that, and some of them would come out, you
know, want to, want to desert or whatever. So do you remember what
true means? Don't shoot. I think that's what I was told. I think it
means don't shoot.

There was another one. It'll come to me later. There was a third one
that, was fairly common, but, that's not coming. My memory right now.
How did living in Vietnam and meeting Vietnamese people affect you?

And they went out just around the
bend and there was this big explosion and, they were everywhere. I
mean, they were just pieces, bits and pieces and everywhere.

But yes, I do remember Busting
Jungle, which of course, was, you know, eight feet high in it
splashing back on us, but, no, I was, and I remember seeing them
spraying it in the distance, but not, like, right over us, right near
where we were,

And then there's the one that kills, you know, trees
or plants with foliage.

They would take a dud
American 500 pound bomb, and they would take it, put a charge to it,
and they would, put it under a trail.
